	To explore, observe and investigate the water cycle.
To learn the characteristics of a small river system.

	Wk. 1 4./1/10 Allow pupils to go outside when it is raining.  Point to the sky and tell the pupils that the clouds have let the water out.   Take them back outside when it has stopped raining.   Investigate what has happened in the sky and what has happened to the ground.

Wk 2. 11/1/10 Investigate where the water goes.  Does the rain go into the ground/ does it disappear.  Show pupils the sun, and explain it is a heat source.  Put a little water on the pupil and show what happens when we go out in the sun.  Does it stay wet or does it dry?  Repeat several times with the pupils.  
Wk 3. 18/1/10 Take the pupils outside in the morning to pour out a bucket of water.  Watch how it spread and record using photographs. Go back outside in the afternoon to see what has happened to the puddle. Take photographs of the water in the afternoon.  Repeat this activity with the pupils. Show photographs of the water and ask the pupils where has the water gone.

Wk. 4 26/1/10 In the classroom, put some water in the water tray. Demonstrate how the sponges will soak up the water when left in the water.  Teacher to demonstrate how to do this works several times with the pupils. Pupils to soak up the water, and allow the pupils to squeeze out sponges, representing the clouds soaking up the water from outside.  Allow pupils to squeeze sponges to represent the rain falling.  Give pupils several repetitions of this within the water tray. Repeat activity several times with the pupils.
Wk 5 1/2/10 Make a 3D model of the source of the river from papier mache.  Explore video recordings of the source of the river.  Display photographs of the pupils at the source of the river.
Wk. 6 8/2/10 Go on a trip to the river Thames and identify characteristics of the river.
