	Assessment Criteria
	The assessment will be based on work produced by pupils, photographs, hands on practical activities, attitudes and values etc.

Specific attainment levels and requirements to be assessed against pupils current and target P level. 

All pupils will learn to control and coordinate a small range of mainly single actions. They control some of their spontaneous movements and develop a small repertoire of actions and whole body movements.

Most pupils will respond to some stimuli and produce actions or movements as reactions to them in a consistent manner. They begin to be aware of what they want to do and move with some intent.

A few pupils will produce a wider range of actions and whole body movements with greater control. They use two or moresingle actions consecutively and respond to activities more consistently. There is a greater intent in their actions.

	Evaluation and Assessment (level descriptors pupils are working towards)

	P-levels for Communication/Literacy 

P 3(i) Pupils begin to communicate intentionally.  They seek attention through eye contact, gesture or action.  They request events or activities, eg pointing to key objects or people. They participate in shared activities with less support.  They sustain concentration for short periods.  They explore materials in increasingly complex ways, eg reaching out and feeling for objects as tactile cues to events. They observe the results of their own actions with interest, eg listening to their own vocalisations. They remember learned responses over more extended periods, eg following the sequence of a familiar daily routine and responding appropriately.

P 3(ii) Pupils use emerging conventional communication.  They greet known people and may initiate interactions and activities, eg prompting another person to join in with an interactive sequence.  They can remember learned responses over increasing periods of time and may anticipate known events, eg pre-empting sounds or actions in familiar poems. They may respond to options and choices with actions or gestures, eg by nodding or shaking their heads. They actively explore objects and events for more extended periods, eg turning the pages in a book shared with another person. They apply potential solutions systematically to problems, eg bringing an object to an adult in order to request a new activity.
P 4 Pupils listen and respond to familiar rhymes and stories.  They show some understanding of how books work, eg turning the pages, holding the book the right way up.
P 5 Pupils select a few words, symbols or pictures with which they are particularly familiar and derive some meaning from text, symbols or pictures presented in a way familiar to them.  They match objects to pictures and symbols, eg choosing between two symbols to select a drink or seeing a photograph of a child and eye-pointing at the child. They show curiosity about content at a simple level, eg they may answer basic two key word questions about the story.
P 6 pupils select and recognise or read a small number of words or symbols linked to a familiar vocabulary, e.g. name, people, objects or actions. They match letters and short words.
