	WEEK 1       07.06.10
Investigate the school environment, looking for plants in different areas.  Note where plants live and observe them closely.  Notice whether or not they have flowers and check the shape of their leaves.  Identify plants from a pre-drawn sheet of leaves.

WEEK 2       14.06.10
Match fruits with their seeds e.g. apple, orange, melon.  Choose seeds that will produce plants that they would like to eat at the end of the project and attempt to grow them.

WEEK 3        21.06.10
Experience watering plants and sensory activities e.g. rain falling on them, the heat and light of the sun on their bodies, being blown about on a windy day.  Feel roots of a plant that is being repotted and experience soils that are wet and dry.

WEEK 4      28.06.10
As above.  Engage in plant care by using a watering can, using a Bigmac switch to ask for more water or participate in weeding / gardening activities in and out of school.

WEEK 5      05.07.10
Taste a variety of edible fruits and leaves, having first thoroughly explored.

WEEK 6      12.07.10
Identify foods which are obviously grown on plants e.g. apples, grapes and those which are less obvious e.g. crisps or chips.

	The assessment will be based on work produced by pupils, photographs, hands on practical activities, attitudes and values etc.

Specific attainment levels and requirements to be assessed against pupils current and target P level.

All pupils will:  have encountered a range of sensory experiences linked to plants e.g. leaves and flowers that produce scent and are tactile.  They will have encountered soil and gardening materials and been involved in growing new plants.

Most pupils will:  have experienced and learned that plants grow from seeds and get bigger.  They will be able to identify some key words / symbols about plant features and their development.  They will know that plants can grow indoors and outside, that they need to be looked after and that they can be eaten for food.

A few pupils will:  have experienced and learned that there is a wide variety of plants and they have differing leaf shapes and flowers.  They will know that plants need water and light to grow.

	Evaluation and Assessment (level descriptors pupils are working towards)

	P 3 (ii)  Pupils use emerging conventional communication .  They greet known people and may initiate interactions and activities eg switching on a favourite piece of equipment in the light and sound room. They can remember learned responses over increasing periods of time and may anticipate known events eg bubbles bursting on an obstacle. They may respond to options and choices with actions or gestures eg touching one substance rather than another. They actively explore objects and events for more extended periods eg feeling the textures of different parts of a plant. They apply potential solutions systematically to problems eg tipping a container in order to pour out its contents.
P 4 Pupils explore objects and materials provided, changing some materials by physical means and observing the outcomes eg when mixing flour and water. Pupils communicate their awareness of changes in light, sound or movement.  They imitate actions involving main body parts eg clapping or stamping. They make sounds using their own bodies eg tapping singing or vocalising and imitate or copy sounds.  They cause movement by a pushing or pulling action.
P 5 Pupils take part in activities focused on the anticipation of and enquiry into specific environments eg finding the hamster under the straw, or a CD or video in the pile. They match objects and materials in terms of simple features or properties eg temperature or colour. They indicate the before and after of material changes.  They try out a range of equipment in familiar and relevant situations eg initiating the activation of a range of light sources.  They respond to simple scientific questions eg ‘show me the flower’ ‘Is this wet or dry?’
