- Introduction to Entry Level Examination Coursework in Ecosystems – Rainforests and Resources and the Environment. Setting targets for the term and discussing the objectives.

- The distribution of the three main areas of tropical rainforest, completing a map.

Wk 2 – 26/04/10

- Recognising and labelling of the five layers of the rainforest. 
- Recognising and labelling the adaptations of vegetations in the rainforest – buttress roots, drip tips, etc. 
Wk 3 – 3/05/10

- Recognising and labelling the adaptations of the vegetations to the climate, i.e. tall tress, rubbery leaves, large leaves.
- The characteristics of the climate; annual and daily pattern. How the climate in the rainforests affects people, animals and plants that live there
Wk 4 – 10/05/10

- The causes of deforestation; farming, timber, drugs, settlement, mining, fuel wood. Recognising the causes of deforestation – labelling pictures.
- The effects of deforestation: on climate, soils, rivers and local people. Labelling pictures describing the effects that deforestation has on people, animals and plants that live there.

- The solutions to deforestation: replanting, alternatives to using timber, creation of reserves. Recognising and labelling pictures of the solutions to deforestation.
- Food samples of importance of rainforest in our daily lives. Look at a variety of foods and spices what they are used for in everyday foods. What would we do without sugar and chocolate? What foods would we not have?
Wk 6 – 24/05/10

- Brainstorm, cut and paste pictures of what we get from rainforest. Widget work sheet on the importance of the rainforest for a carbon store and climate regulator. What can we do to help rainforests? Recycling. 

- Revision of the unit – Ecosystems and the Rainforests. Preparation for the exam.
Wk 7 – 7/06/10

- Entry Level Examination paper on Ecosystems and the Rainforests.

- Recognising and labelling different types of resources, e. g. wood, coal, gold.

	Evaluation and Assessment
Level 2: Pupils show their knowledge, skills and understanding in studies at a local scale. They describe physical and human features of places, and recognise and make observations about those features that give places their character. They show an awareness of places beyond their own locality. They express views on the environment of a locality and recognise how people affect the environment. They carry out simple tasks and select information using resources that are given to them. They use this information and their own observations to help them ask and respond to questions about places and environments. They begin to use appropriate geographical vocabulary. 

Level 3: Pupils show their knowledge, skills and understanding in studies at a local scale. They describe and compare the physical and human features of different localities and offer explanations for the locations of some of those features. They are aware that different places may have both similar and different characteristics. They offer reasons for some of their observations and for their views and judgements about places and environments. They recognise how people seek to improve and sustain environments. They use skills and sources of evidence to respond to a range of geographical questions, and begin to use appropriate vocabulary to communicate their findings. 

Level 4 : Pupils show their knowledge, skills and understanding in studies of a range of places and environments at more than one scale and in different parts of the world. They begin to recognise and describe geographical patterns and to appreciate the importance of wider geographical location in understanding places. They recognise and describe physical and human processes. They begin to understand how these can change the features of places, and how these changes affect the lives and activities of people living there. They understand how people can both improve and damage the environment. They explain their own views and the views that other people hold about an environmental change. Drawing on their knowledge and understanding, they suggest suitable geographical questions, and use a range of geographical skills from the key stage 2 or 3 programme of study to help them investigate places and environments. They use primary and secondary sources of evidence in their investigations and communicate their findings using appropriate vocabulary. 

Level 5 : Pupils show their knowledge, skills and understanding in studies of a range of places and environments at more than one scale and in different parts of the world. They describe and begin to explain geographical patterns and physical and human processes. They describe how these processes can lead to similarities and differences in the environments of different places and in the lives of people who live there. They recognise some of the links and relationships that make places dependent on each other.  They suggest explanations for the ways in which human activities cause changes to the environment and the different views people hold about them. They recognise how people try to manage environments sustainably. They explain their own views and begin to suggest relevant geographical questions and issues. Drawing on their knowledge and understanding, they select and use appropriate skills and ways of presenting information from the key stage 2 or 3 programme of study to help them investigate places and environments. They select information and sources of evidence, suggest plausible conclusions to their investigations and present their findings both graphically and in writing.
