	Wk 3 – 8/03/10 Recognising different feelings. Pupils to sit in a circle and the teacher to show them different symbols/faces of feelings. Can the pupils copy the faces they see? What makes us feel this way, e.g. What makes you happy? Circle time game, ‘copy my face’. Pupils to make masks with different faces – see All About Me, Lesson 3.

Wk 4 – 15/03/10 Recognising what makes us happy and sad. Ask the pupils in turn how they are feeling today. Use symbols so they can point. Who makes them happy? Are there any people in the school/home that make us sad? Make a list of widgeted activities and ask the pupils to sort them into ‘this makes me happy’, ‘this makes me sad’ – see All About Me, Lesson 4.

Wk 5 – 22/03/10 When do we need help? Who helps us in school? Who helps us at home? What do we need help with? Make a collage of people who help us and why they help us, e.g. Maureen helps us with our work, etc. – see All About Me, Lesson 5.
Wk 6 – 29/03/10 Discussing safe places in the community. Look at pictues of different places in the community that the pupils can feel safe in, e.g. police station, school. Where can we go and ask for help if there is no adult with us? Making a poster of all safe places in the community.
