Week 1 (19th April 10):

1. Elect new Student Council member.  Discuss roles and importance. Positive Play (skipping).  Class discussion about Student Council – what was discussed in last meeting?  Children to give possible suggestions for next meeting.

2. How much money is £1m?  What could you buy with £1m?  Children to participate in a game of lottery.  Read article about lottery winners – how did they feel?  What were they going to do with the money?  Circle time – what would the children do with £1m?  Children to write/draw/cut out from magazines the things they would like to buy. Children to participate in Relax Kids session, focussing on relaxation.  Reward chart.
Week 2 (26th Apr 10):
3. Positive Play (choose).  Class discussion about Student Council – what was discussed in last meeting?  Children to give possible suggestions for next meeting.

4. Children to look at money and it’s value e.g. what can I buy with 1p?  £1?  £10?  Children to make a shopping list. Children to participate in Relax Kids session, focussing on relaxation.  Reward chart.
Week 3 (3rd May 10):
5. Positive Play (running/relay).  Class discussion about Student Council – what was discussed in last meeting?  Children to give possible suggestions for next meeting.

6. Children to take part in a shop role-play.  Children to buy objects on their shopping list.  LA – to make moulds from coins using play-dough and explore the till.   Children to participate in Relax Kids session, focussing on relaxation.  Reward chart.
Week 4 (10th May 10):

7. Positive Play (choose).  Class discussion about Student Council – what was discussed in last meeting?  Children to give possible suggestions for next meeting.

8. Pupils to play money games e.g. Monopoly, Money Bingo etc.  LA – exploring money through play.  Children to participate in Relax Kids session, focussing on relaxation.  Reward chart.
Week 5 (17th May 10):
9. Positive Play (hula hoops).  Class discussion about Student Council – what was discussed in last meeting?  Children to give possible suggestions for next meeting.

10. Talk about the importance of recycling.  What can be recycled?  Pupils to look at how things are divided and complete a sorting task i.e. different coloured bottles, paper etc.  Children to participate in Relax Kids session, focussing on relaxation.  Reward chart.
Week 6 (24th May 10):
11. Positive Play (hula hoops).  Class discussion about Student Council – what was discussed in last meeting?  Children to give possible suggestions for next meeting.

12. Pupils to help the school remain green by collecting the recycling from classes.  Children to participate in Relax Kids session, focussing on relaxation.  Reward chart.
